HOURS
School hours are from 9:00-12:00 noon.  Please have your child arrive between 8:50 and 9:00 a.m.  Doors will not open until 8:50.  Pick up at 12:00 noon.  After 12:15 doors will be closed.  Children may be picked up in Lunch and Play.  A $7.00 fee will be assessed.  Lunch and Play final pick up time is 2:55pm.

2.
CARPOOLS
Please let us know your carpools as soon as possible.  Cars should enter and exit at S. Valley Road.  Please show your carpool number as you come into the parking lot at noon pickup.  If you find it necessary to pick up your child at the door during carpool time, please park your car in the center lot and wait on the grass by the front door until a teacher brings your child out to you.  Send a note if your child is to go home any other way than in his/her carpool.  We will not send your child home with anyone else without a note or phone call.

SNOW DAYS
  In the event of inclement weather, please listen to your radio for #855.  If Great Valley School District closes or has a 2-hour delay, PMNS will close.  If Great Valley School District has a 1-hour delay, PMNS will also open 1 hour late.  If we feel the need to do something different than the school district, we will notify you through email.  If you’re not sure what to do, call our school office and listen to our message—or check our website at www.paolimethodist.org.    DO NOT leave your child at school unless you are sure teachers are present.  Snow days will not be made up at any other time.

ABSENCES / HEALTH POLICIES      Health issues are an important concern to all members of Paoli Methodist Nursery School.  Young children who spend time in close physical contact with others tend to be susceptible to illness.  Every effort will be made to establish an environment which encourages the health and well being of all children and staff members.

· All children will be required to wash hands upon entering the classroom in the morning, after using the bathroom, and before snack.

· Children will be taught to cough/sneeze into their sleeve or a tissue and not into their hands.  Please help us by reinforcing this behavior at home.

· Children should be kept home from school:


    *they are too ill to play outside.



    *they have had a fever in the last 24 hours.



    *they have a productive cough, or thick, green or yellow 



      nasal discharge.



    *they have had diarrhea or vomiting within 24 hours.



    *they have been on an antibiotic for less than 24 hours.



    *they have any condition which is contagious to others.

· If your child will be absent or late, please call the school and report the nature of your child’s illness.  The director will alert parents as necessary.
Medications:  No medications, prescription or non-prescription, will be administered to children by staff members without a written parent's request.  All medications must be kept in the office in labeled, child-proof containers.  No medications in backpacks!

SAFETY / ACCIDENT POLICY      All programs of the school are conducted in a manner which minimizes accidents and injuries to children and staff.  Children will always be under adult supervision.


If an accident or injury occurs, staff will act immediately to administer emergency procedures and rectify any deficiencies in the program.


In the event of an accident, the following procedures will occur:

1. All complaints of illness or injury will be taken seriously.

Staff members will assess the situation, reassure children,                                                                                                                                                                                          make decisions, and announce them to all present.



3.  Immediate first aid will be carried out by one adult while 



     another adult will notify the office of the situation.



4.  The director will attempt to contact both parents.



5.  If the parents or the alternate emergency number cannot be 



     reached, the director will have the authority to call the 



     designated physician for treatment and make arrangements for 



     transportation to Paoli Memorial Hospital.




6.  The staff members present at the time of the accident will 



     complete an accident form documenting all steps taken.

ALLERGIES
     Please let us know if your child has any food allergies.  If your child is allergic to our snacks, the parent may provide a snack. With the pervasiveness of peanut allergies, we ask that you send peanut-free lunch items and special snacks when possible.

BIRTHDAYS
Birthdays are very special days at PMNS.  You may send in a simple birthday snack so we can all celebrate together.  Let us know a week ahead of time which day is convenient for you. It has been a tradition for each child to donate a book to the school library on his/her special day. It will be shared within their classroom for the school year, and then added to our school library.  Invitations for parties outside of school need to be sent through the US mail so no child feels left out.

HOME ROOM MOTHERS      Each class needs home room mothers.  They are needed to assist with parties, the school phone chain, and contacting parents to volunteer for other activities.

DRESS
It is important that your child dress in play clothes.  Put names on 

all outerwear including boots, hats and mittens.  NO umbrellas please!  We will go out to play on snowy days, so please send all appropriate clothes, including snow pants or snowsuits.

BACK PACK
A large backpack is needed by each child. Please put your child's name on it, send it to school each day, and check it for papers each night.  This is our way of communicating with you.
